on a steadfast foundatio  n upon which it can rely  : the Treaties. Over the last deca des, the
EU founding fathers and their successors have formed a framework which guarantees the
functioning of the European project. The new Lishon Treaty calls upon Member States

holding the Presidency to take all necessary measures for the organisation an d smooth
operation of the Council s wor k. The responsibility
(Spain, Belgium and Hungary) to guarantee continuity and progress of the European

project. In addition, Herman van Rompuy, a former Belgian Prime Minister, has the task

of providing guidance and leadership to the European project as the firstly -elected

President of the European Council.

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1.2. Three Capital letters for a crisis

Despite this unique structure designed to match the particular multiculturalism of the
country, Belgium is in a crisis, the most recent outcome of which was the fall of the

government leading to the general election of 13 " June.
We will not explore in depth the reasons behind the division of Belgium, or at least of its
politicians from the Dutch and Frenc h speaking parts of the country. This phe nomenon is

rooted in the young history of the country , the recent economic and social evolution of
which has reinforced some of the pre  -existing centrifugal forces, which have found a
positive echo in the media. One should also bear the emotional dimension of the crisis in

mind to better understand the complexiti es of th is long -lasting dispute.

The matter that led to the fall of the Leterme government is the so -called BHV issue. BHV
stands for Brussels -Hal-Vilvorde, which is an electoral and judicial area with specific
rules; it is made up of the Brussels -Capital Region and thirty -five towns of the

surroundings (such as Hal in the S outh and Vilvorde in the North). These thirty -five
towns are part of the Flemish Region, not of the bilingual Brussels - Capital Region, but
are also home to a large number of French -speaking Belgians , who rep resent in some

cases more than 6 0 percent of the inhabitants.

In the Seventies, when the country was divided into Regions and Communities, French -
speaking Belgians already living in BHV asked for a certain number of rights in

compens ation for not being integrated in to the Brussels -Capital Region (and its bilingual
policy), but in the Flemish Region (where the de jure language is Dutch). These rights
include mainly the opportunity to deal with administrative and judicial matters in French

and the possibility to vote for French -speaking representatives in the Brussels - Capital
Region. BHV is the only bilingual electoral and judicial constituency of the Country L

Most Flemish parties ¢ onsider BHV illegal because it breaches the rule of homogeneity  of
the linguistic regions and of consistency between electoral constituencies . According to

them, French -Speaking Belgians liv ing in the Flemish Region should be subject to the

same linguistic and electoral rules as other citizens. They would like to divide BHV into

the Brussels - Capital Region (still bilingual although predominantly French speaking ) and
the rest of the cons  tituen cy (uni lingual).

French -speaking parties accuse Flemish parties of seeking to terminate rights that are

part of the Belgian linguistic compromise. Moreover, they accuse some Flemish politicians

of regarding BHV as the final obstacle in achieving independe nce of Flanders along the
borders of the unilingual Flemish Region.

The Government fell in May because no solution to the BHV issue was found by the
Government and the team of negotiators when it had promised to do so. Some Flemish
parties push for a simpl e vote in the Belgian Parliament on this issue, which would be

easily won since Flemish parties have the majority (reflecting the fact that 60% of t he
population live in Flanders). H owever, French -speaking parties use the linguistic minority
safeguard mech anisms to prevent such a decision being taken.

Where this will end, nobody really knows. However, Belgians promise that their internal
crisis will not affect their leadership role at the head of Europe for the next 6 months.

country's largest banks - Fortis and Dexia - faced severe problems, exacerbated by the

fina ncial problems hitting other banks in the world. The value of their stocks, as well as

the stocks of most other Belgian companies, plunged. The government tried to ¢ ontrol
the situation by bailing out banks and guaranteeing bank deposits. Eventually Fortis was
split into two entities - the Dutch part was nationali sed, while the Belgian part was
acquired by the French bank BNP Paribas.

The recovery started in mid 2009, supported by fiscal and monetary easing and a

rebound in world trade growth. However, Belgium's climb out of recession has been slow,

with GDP rising by just 0.1 per cent in the first quarter of 2010. According to the
fEconomic Outl ook 87 Cou the ®BCD,Sunemplaymgndin Bejgium will
continue to increase until early 2011, pushing u p the already high level of structural
unemployment.

Deficit projections for 2010 and 2011 are around 5 per cent - more in line with Germany
than with those countries at the heart of the eurozone debt crisis. Belgium's debt is

currently at 99 per cent of i ts gross domestic product, the highest in the eurozone after
Greece and ltaly, and is forecast to exceed GDP by the end of the year. Moreover, the
Belgian economy runs a trade surplus, which makes financing debt easier. Household

debt is among the lowest i n the eurozone. And Belgium has a solid track record of paying

down high debt. Therefore, a gradual pick -up in economic activity is expected.
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3. Former Belgian Presidencies

On 1% July 2010 Belgium will take over the Presidency of the
Council of the European Union for the twelfth time.

Belgi um has a history of  successful P residencies of which few have
been acknowledged for their achievements. Due to the alphabetical

order of Presidencies, Belgium held the very first P residency of the
Council in 1958. In the subsequent P residencies (1961, 1964 and
1967), Belgium dealt with the main issues of that time such as
accession of the UK, the Fouchet Plan proposing a more
intergovernmental political community, financing of the CAP and

the Luxemburg Compromise, which resolved major differences in

the European Economic Commu  nity. The most prominent Belgian
politica | actors of that time were the F oreign ministers Pierre
Wigny, Paul -Henri Spaak and Pierre Harmel.

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4. The Priorities of the Belgian Presidency

4.1. General Affairs

Belgium is a part of the Trio Presidenc y together with Spain and Hungary, which is the
first trio to fully operate under the auspices of the new Lisbon Treaty. The three Member
States have worked together on the joint priorities and will cooperate closely over the

18 -month period to achieve optimal results.

The Programme of the Belgian Presidency wil | revolve around five axes. The first priority

of the Presidency wil!/l be to boost economic growth

2020 Strategyo6, set to guide EU policies for the
economic governance guidelines t 0 be presented by a task force headed by the EU

President. Moreover, the Presidency will take up actions to tackle the ongoing economic

crisis, with measures to increase innovation (e.g. by furthering work on the European

patent legislation), green and white jobs, and a focus on industrial policy and
infrastructure. They will start preparing the 2011 EU budget and mid -term review of the
financial perspective

Secondly, the Presidency will pay attention to social cohesion policies and the fight
against po verty , and will monitor social progress with the appropriate tools against set
objectives. It will focus on the fight against violence towards women and further pursue

the implementation of legislation on s ervices of general interest.

The third priority  will focus on environment policy and will include t he Belgian leadership
of the international climate change negotiations in preparation  for the December UN
Climate Cha nge Conference in Cancun, and the Convention on Biological Diversity in

October 2010 in Nagoya, Japan.

As the fourth priority the Belgians will work on implementation of the Stockholm Program

launched in 2009 under the Swedish Presidency in the areas of justice, asylum and
immigration with a major focus on the elaboration of a harmonized asylum and individual
protection procedure, the fight against terrorism, organized crime, illegal immigration

and human trade and the mutual recognition procedure of judicial decisions.

While having a leading role in the Council of the European Union, the Belgians have
already announced that they will take a back seat role to the EU Foreign Policy Chief

Catherine Ashton and EU President Herman Van Rompuy, leaving them full responsibility

for their entire field of competences. Nevertheless, continuing witht  he EU & enlargement
policy and putting in place the EU & new diplomatic corps - the European External Action
Service (EEAS), will be the fifth major priority of the Presidency. Other highlights  will
include holding summits with ASEM (the Asia -Europe Meetin g) and Africa.

Additionally, in the area of regional policy, which are dealt with by the General Affairs
Council such issues as the 5 ™ Cohesion Report, Urban Dimension Infrastructure Fund
post 2013 and Multigovernance will be discussed.

Please find below an overview of initiatives that will be taken up by the Belgian
Presidency in key policy areas.

4.8. Health Policy

In the field of public health, the Belgian Presidency will, in line with its social policy
agenda, aim to promote Community actions to help raise the level of health of all

citizens, while deepening the Declaration of 2006 on the common values and principl es of
health systems in the EU. Furthermore, it will develop the current EU Health Strategy and
the priorities of the Second Programme of action in the field of Health 2008 -2013.
Special attentio n will also be paid to taking health determinants into accoun tin all the

other EU policy areas.  The Belgian Presidency will pay particular attention to the question

of health security

Legislative dossiers to be dealt with include pharmaceutical legislation, counterfeit
medicines and cross -border healthcare. Furthermore, a technical conference on E -Health
is planned as well as action on healthcare  -associated infections.

4.9. Agriculture and Food Policy

The European Commission is expected to publish its Communication on the post -2013
CAP in the Autumn of 2010. Following this, the Belgian Presidency will lead the debate on

the future of the Commo  n Agricultural Policy in Europe, r einforcing both pillars of the CAP
and promoting food security and safety , Sustainability and innovation, as well as
responding to global challenges . The main topics worked on include the following:
